These Regulations are established in accordance with Paragraph Three of Article 12 of the Standards Act.
Article
2

The fees prescribed in these Regulations include fees involving the application for and use of CNS Mark and follow-up fees.

Article
3
The fees involving the application for or use of CNS Mark include:

1. Application fee: NT$5,000 per application.

2. Certificate fee: NT$1,000 per application.

3. Re-issuance of Certificate: NT$1,000 per certificate.

4. Issuance of New Certificate: NT$1,000 per certificate.

5. English Certificate: NT$1,000 per certificate.

6. Fees relating to the application for quality management system certification: the provisions of Article 19 of the Regulations Governing Fees for Commodity Inspection shall apply.

7. Relevant fees for product inspection are as follows:

Fees relating to the conduction of product inspection: the provisions of Articles 7 to 9 of the Regulations Governing Fees for Commodity Inspection shall apply, unless otherwise prescribed in these Regulations.

The product items and the corresponding rates of inspection are shown in the annexed table.

4
The follow-up fees are as follows:

1. Fees relating to surveillance audits of quality management system: the provisions of subparagraphs 2 to 4 of Paragraph One and the provisions of Paragraph Two of Article 19 of the Regulations Governing Fees for Commodity Inspection shall apply.

2. Fees relating to the inspection of random product sampling or the re-inspection of products upon expiration of the time limit for correction are specified below:

Fees relating to the conduction of product inspection: the provisions of Articles 7 to 9 of the Regulations Governing Fees for Commodity Inspection shall apply, unless otherwise prescribed in these Regulations.

The product items and the corresponding rates of inspection are shown in the annexed table.

3. Expenses required for non-periodically purchase of samples from the market in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph One of Article 15 of the Regulations Governing the CNS Mark.

5

An on-site supervision fee of NT$500 per person per time shall be paid by registered organizations for witness tests or re-sampling conducted in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph Two of Article 10, Paragraph Three of Article 15, and Paragraph One of Article 16 of the Regulations Governing the CNS Mark.

6
The fees relating to the recognition of designated testing laboratories as mentioned in the provisions of Article 7 of the Regulations Governing the CNS Mark shall be collected in accordance with the provisions of Article 18 of the Regulations Governing Fees for Commodity Inspection.

These Regulations shall come into force from the date of promulgation.
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
