	Notes:

1.The above commodities are not including ski goggles, sunglasses and filters that have been medically prescribed for attenuating solar radiation, photochromic filters and filters for the direct observation of the sun.
2.The commodities listed on the table that are imported or released from the production premises from April 15,2008 shall complete inspection procedure before entering the market. The obligatory inspection applicant goes to the customs to conduct import procedures no need the presentation of any document issued by the Bureau of Standards, Metrology and Inspection, Ministry of Economics Affairs. 
3.The obligatory inspection applicant is regulated according to the Regulations Governing Commodity Inspection Mark and jurisdiction to apply for identification number to the Bureau of Standards, Metrology and Inspection, Ministry of Economics Affairs or its branch, and print the certification mark according to the declaration of conformity, which shall be affixed to each product in a visible manner（such as on spectacle frame）or using an affixed card. 

4.The test for the commodities listed in the table should be conducted by the Bureau of Standards, Metrology and Inspection, Ministry of Economics Affairs or its assigned laboratories. 
5.The inspection standards for the commodities listed in the table should be in accordance to the latest version as to the date of the Public Notice. If there is new amendment version, its implementation date will be decided by the Bureau of Standards, Metrology and Inspection, Ministry of Economics Affairs.

6.The following technical file for the commodities listed in the table with the declaration of conformity should be required:

 (1) The description of commodity

  a. Commodity configuration, materials and main integration.
  b. Commodity catalogue and color photos with 4*6 inches and above.
  c. Summary of specifications. 

(2) One original copy of test report with the restriction of the declaration of conformity signed to be completed within a year as to now only.
(3) Declaration of conformity classification
(4) Summary of manufacturing process.

(5) The control measures of manufacturing process.

(6) Other technical file required

7. The obligatory inspection applicant should keep the declaration of conformity and technical file at least five years after the commodity is no longer produced or imported.
8. The obligatory inspection applicant should put the declaration in his business place and present it in 24 hours while the Bureau of Standards, Metrology and Inspection of the MOEA conducts a market check; technical file shall be sent to the place in ten workdays. 

9. The registration fee for identification number is charged in accordance to The regulations of 
Inspections' Service Charges.
