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Explanatory Notes

1.The original “Bureau of Commodity Inspection and Quarantine” has been
incorporated into the “Bureau of Standards, Metrology and Inspection
(BSMI)” since Jan. 26, 1999. This abstract chronicles the critical statistics data
provided by each division including standards, metrology, commodity inspection
and certification. Moreover, the appendix lists the data of the commodity
inspection for reference.

2.The data before 2011, in this statistical report, shows the main achievements of
BSMI. By investigating the changes over the long term, users can foresee the
future tendencies. The data before 2010, in this latest version, has been revised
when necessary.

3.The *“year” means the calendar year from 1/1 to 12/31. The “end of the year”
means the last day of December. The fiscal years before 1999 were from 7/1 of
one year to 6/30 of the next year. The fiscal year of 2000 started from 7/1, 1999
and ended on 12/31, 2000. The fiscal years after 2001 represent 1/1 to 12/31.

4.The explanation of reference symbols includes the units of metrology and the full
name of abbreviated country names. Numbers used have been rounded off and
might be slightly different from the original numbers.
